Pool and Clubhouse Rules Board of Directors, 11/2017

In order to comply with State and local health and safety codes, and for the safety, comfort, and enjoyment
of Meadowland residents, the following rules have been adopted for the use of the Meadowland
clubhouse, pool, and pool common area:

1. No lifeguard on duty. In case of emergency, call 911. Please note that there is no telephone at the
clubhouse and cell phone reception is limited.

2. Observe all posted safety signs and restrictions. Please read and follow the safety signs posted on the
fence near the pool and inside the clubhouse.

3. Children 14 and under must be accompanied by a sufficient number of responsible adults to reasonably
ensure safety.

4. Pool capacity is 35 persons.

5. Pool and clubhouse hours are 8:00am to 10:00pm (May through October, weather permitting).

. Eight (8) guests per household. Responsible adult resident must accompany guests at all times.
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. Lifesaving equipment must only be used for emergencies. Do not play with lifesaving equipment.
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. No glass (bottles, drinking glasses, pitchers, etc) in the pool deck area or in the pool.

9. No food or drink in the pool. No furniture, clothes, shoes, etc, in the pool. No riding bikes, skateboards,
or similar equipment in the pool area.

10. No pets in the clubhouse or anywhere within the pool area, including the grassy areas.
11. Exercise courtesy for others around pool area and clubhouse regarding noise levels and sound systems.

12. To prevent entry of unauthorized persons and for the safety of small children, keep pool gates closed
and locked at all times. Resident gates should be self-closing and posted “Keep Gate Closed”.

13. If you are the last person leaving the pool, please take the following courtesy measures to ensure the
continued security and good functioning of the pool and clubhouse:
Remove all toys and inflatables from the pool and place them where the wind will not blow them
into the pool (in the mesh bins).
Lower the patio umbrella to the closed position.
Turn off lights in the clubhouse bathrooms and entrance area.
Check that both pool gates and clubhouse door are closed and locked.

14. Under no circumstances are overnight stays in the clubhouse or pool area permitted.

15. Smoking is not permitted in the clubhouse. Please properly dispose of cigarettes and ashes.
